I always say to treat a drill as a ñtrue fireò 
alarm. The moments you waste deciding if 
you need to leave because it ñmayò be a drill 
ï could be life or death in the event of a true 
emergency. Matt, the Fire Marshall, shared 
some insight to the most common calls they 
receive, which are unattended cooking. Here 
are some tips to ñCook with Cautionò... 

Å  
alcohol, donôt use the stove or stovetop.  

Å Stay in the kitchen while you are frying, 
boiling, grilling, or broiling food. If you 
leave the kitchen for even a short period of 
time, turn off the stove.  

Å If you are simmering, baking, or roasting 
food, check it regularly, remain in the home 
while food is cooking, and use a timer to 
remind yourself that you are cooking.  

Å Keep anything that can catch fire ï oven 
mitts, wooden utensils, food packaging, 
towels or curtains ï away from your stovetop 

LV Recycle Bins: We recently removed the 
recycle bins from the trash rooms in all 
buildings at Luther Village. We were forced 
to make this decision based on continuous 
household trash and/or incontinence items 
being placed in these bins. Not only does this 
pose a potential pest issue, and smell, but it 
also creates an unnecessary workload for the 
custodial staff.  

This convenience has always been offered as a 
courtesy, as Luther Towers residents have 
always taken their recyclables out to the 
dumpster. Recyclables will now be required to 
be taken out directly to the dumpsters. One is 
located on the end of LV3 and the other is 
located by LV1. It is NOT acceptable to throw 
your recyclables on the floor in the trash room, 
as pictured below.
